Sermon Title:  The Moral Implications of Christ’s Resurrection
Sermon Text:  1 Corinthians 15:29-34
Sermon Purpose: To call the hearer to a healthy understanding and hope that affects moral character.
Sermon Proposition: There are 3 moral effects of the resurrection hope.

Introduction:  The Christian experience provides a solid historical evidence to the reality of the resurrection of Jesus Christ, as well as to the future resurrection of all that have and will trust in Jesus Christ as their Savior and Lord. Paul reduces the experience of Christians as extreme foolishness if there is no resurrection. Without the resurrection there is no hope!

I.	The Hope of the resurrection has a salvation affect. V.29

	A.	The deadly view related to salvation. V.29

	B.	The doctrinal view related to salvation.
		Ephesians 2:8 For by grace you have been saved through faith, and that not of yourselves; it is 			the gift of God,
		Romans 3:28 Therefore we conclude that a man is justified by faith apart from the deeds of the 			law. 
		Romans 4:3 For what does the Scripture say? "Abraham believed God, and it was accounted to 			him for righteousness."
		Romans 6:3-4 Or do you not know that as many of us as were baptized into Christ Jesus were 			baptized into His death? 4 Therefore we were buried with Him through baptism into death, that 			just as Christ was raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in 		newness of life.

II.	The Hope of the resurrection has a sacrificial affect. Vv.30-32b

	A.	The sacrificial effect of service. V.30
		1 Peter 1:3-4 Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who according to His 			abundant mercy has begotten us again to a living hope through the resurrection of Jesus Christ 			from the dead, 4 to an inheritance incorruptible and undefiled and that does not fade away, 			reserved in heaven for you, 
		2 Corinthians 11:26 in journeys often, in perils of waters, in perils of robbers, in perils of my 			own countrymen, in perils of the Gentiles, in perils in the city, in perils in the wilderness, in 			perils in the sea, in perils among false brethren; 

		The continual braving of danger by Christians is pointless if there is no resurrection. If there is 			no life after death, no reward, no judgment, no eternal life for all our service, suffering, and 			sacrifice, then what is this all about?

	B.	The sacrificial effect of suffering. V.31-32a   (Acts 19:23-34)
		2 Corinthians 11:23-28 Are they ministers of Christ?-- I speak as a fool-- I am more: in labors 			more abundant, in stripes above measure, in prisons more frequently, in deaths often. 24 From 			the Jews five times I received forty stripes minus one. 25 Three times I was beaten with rods; 			once I was stoned; three times I was shipwrecked; a night and a day I have been in the deep; 26 			in journeys often, in perils of waters, in perils of robbers, in perils of my own countrymen, in 			perils of the Gentiles, in perils in the city, in perils in the wilderness, in perils in the sea, in perils 			among false brethren; 27 in weariness and toil, in sleeplessness often, in hunger and thirst, in 			fastings often, in cold and nakedness-- 28 besides the other things, what comes upon me daily: 			my deep concern for all the churches.

	C.	The sacrificial effect of stewardship. V.32b
		Isaiah 22:12-13 And in that day the Lord GOD of hosts Called for weeping and for mourning, 			For baldness and for girding with sackcloth. 13 But instead, joy and gladness, Slaying oxen and 			killing sheep, Eating meat and drinking wine: "Let us eat and drink, for tomorrow we die!" 
		Hebrews 11:33-34 who through faith subdued kingdoms, worked righteousness, obtained 			promises, stopped the mouths of lions, 34 quenched the violence of fire, escaped the edge of the 			sword, out of weakness were made strong, became valiant in battle, turned to flight the armies of 			the aliens. 
		Hebrews 11:38 of whom the world was not worthy. They wandered in deserts and mountains, in 		dens and caves of the earth. 

		The Isaiah text pictures the hopelessness of the back slider Israelites. The habitual restraint on 			the part of Christians with respect to sin, dissipation, and freedom is meaningless.

III.	The Hope of the resurrection has a sanctifying affect. Vv.33-34

	A.	The Hope avoids certain partnerships. V.33
			Paul provides a warning against being deceived, and provides an apostolic indictment 			against those who would speak, preach, or teach “no resurrection.” 
			The phrase “Evil company corrupts good habits” is taken from a comedy written by a 			popular Greek author, Menander (342-292 B.C.). This proverb was common in the ancient 			world.
			By word or example, bad, or evil friends, associations, movements, groups can be a 			corrupting influence. (2 Corinthians 6:11ff)

	B.	The Hope avoids certain people. V.34
			Hope in the resurrection is to have a sanctifying affect, it leads to godly living in the 			present age, not corruption in the present life.
			Paul makes it clear then, and it is true today, that some in the church did not know God 			and were a corrupting influence, but not so for those who hope for life in God’s presence.
			It is shameful according to Scripture to claim to be a Christian and not believe that Christ 			was raised from the dead, and thus we should rise too!
		1 John 3:2-3 Beloved, now we are children of God; and it has not yet been revealed what we 			shall be, but we know that when He is revealed, we shall be like Him, for we shall see Him as He 		is. 3 And everyone who has this hope in Him purifies himself, just as He is pure. 
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
